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Norman Hinsdale Pitman (1876-1925) taught at Chihli Province College in China from 1909-1912

before becoming a professor of English at Peking Teachers College. He was the author of several

novels and short story collections, including The Lady Elect, A Chinese Christmas Tree, Chinese

Playmates, and Chinese Fairy Tales.

For a "Wonder Book" this volume was very bland. There were one or two stories that I somewhat



enjoyed, while the rest I just sort of endured because they weren't bad enough to stop

reading.Themes include filial piety, being nice to beggars, Filial Piety, and...realistic-feeling dreams.
