It is full of misinformation and

falsehoods.As a Korat breeder who has worked with this breed since 1997 it is full of

inaccuracies.The writer claims that the Korat is one of the most expensive breeds of cats...false, pet

Korats go for $500 to $800 give or take depending on location and the average price for a

pedigreed cat is pretty much the same.While I am aware of some breeds that are being sold for

$1000 or more as pets.The writer claims that the Korat is not suitable for people living alone

because the Korat is people orientated, this is false...I live alone and I have been breeding them

since 1997 and there have been no issues because of it.Breeders will often suggest that people

purchase a playmate for a kitten(like getting a littermate) if members of the household are going to

be away during the day, but this is just common sense for ANY cat. Korats are a social breed, but

that does not mean that they require lots of people, it simply means that those who choose them as

a pet should be prepared to give them lots of attention.The writer claims that Korats are not

aggressive in any way.This is further proof that the writer is NOT familiar with Korats. Anyone

familiar with the breed is well aware of their tendency to behave as "guard" cats and become very

protective of their chosen person/people.When I sleep with my Korats,they actually growl when they

hear someone entering the apartment building because my is next to the building entrance.They

also exhibit that behavior if they see something outside that is "suspect".I have seen aggression

between other cats in the household if any Korat feels threatened as well as similar behavior if it

involves humans.This is NORMAL and natural behavior of any animal.The writer claims that Korats

are not vocal.This is false.Like most Asian breeder Korats are quite talkative and very

demanding.Some are more talkative than others but generally they are not a quiet breed.Their

vocalization may not be loud but they frequently have a lot to say and will engage in

conversations.The picture of the Korats do not look like Korats at all and i have to wonder if they are

in fact Korats.If you want to find out about this breed this is NOT the book you should invest in.
