ReceptionÃ¢â‚¬Â• are forever etched in the minds of football fans everywhere.Ã‚Â The four Super

Bowl titles equaled the most won by any other franchise, but the team was not done. More than a

quarter century later, now under the determined leadership of coach Bill Cowher, the Steelers

electrified their fans by winning, at long last, Ã¢â‚¬Å“one for the thumbÃ¢â‚¬Â•Ã¢â‚¬â€•a fifth

Super Bowl ring.Ã‚Â In replacing the esteemed Cowher, the Rooney clan again eschewed

Ã¢â‚¬Å“big nameÃ¢â‚¬Â• candidates and instead made a non-traditional hire. In 2007, the Steelers

went for potential over experience and gave the 35-year-old Mike Tomlin his first head-coaching job.

Once again, the Rooney family and its team were well rewarded.Ã‚Â With another group of star

players, from Troy Polamalu and James Harrison to Hines Ward and Ben Roethlisberger, Pittsburgh

again claimed its place atop the pro football universe with an amazing sixth Super Bowl

championship following the 2008 season. Yet another trip to the NFL championship game in Super

Bowl XLV proved that the Steelers arenÃ¢â‚¬â„¢t going anywhere and are a team built for

long-term success. --This text refers to an out of print or unavailable edition of this title.
